Biography Book Report
The book you read for your third quarter book report must be a biography (a true story about a real person).  You read a biography the last nine weeks.  If there is a person you really want to learn more about I can help you find an appropriate book about that person.
DUE:  ***IT MUST BE TYPED ON THE BLOG (Tuesday, June 7th)
· You also need a 4 slide Power Point with Pictures and information while you are presenting (This was the embedded assessment on page 242-243)  There is a rubric for the Power Point on this page in your SpringBoard Book.

Read the book and write down important information about your person.  Remember you will not include every detail, just the important facts.  You may also use the internet as a resource.

On (Tuesday, June 7th), you will give an oral report about your person.  You will pretend to be that person.  You may dress like that person or bring some props to help you.

The report must be between 2 and 5 minutes in length.  You may use note cards, but you may not just read your report from a paper. You should be dressed as the person you read about.
You must have facts about your character (such as when they lived, when and where they were born, and why they were famous).

Your oral report will be graded on the following:

· Correct length (2-5 minutes)
· Using a good voice so others can hear your report
· Giving good information
· Having something to identify yourself with the character
How to Plan your Report:

1. Choose a person you would like to read about.

2. Find a biography of that person.

3. Read the book.

4. Look up any other information about your person.

5. Write your report.

6. Look for something to help you portray that person.

7. Practice reading your report.

8. Make note cards to help you.

9. Practice your report in front of someone.

10. Present your report to the class on.

Your biography book report will be started in class, but a majority of the work will be done at home. Your teacher will be available to help you along the way.  Have fun!
Here are some questions to guide your report:

1.  Focus on the highlights for your person

2. Speak in first person

3. Make sure you are addressing all of the highlights of that person

Task: After reading a biography about a famous person in history, you will create a report explaining the important events of that person’s life.

Your report  must include the following:
Birthdate
Date of Death (if applicable)

Information on early life: 

*Where did he/she grow up?

*Parent’s names? Sibling’s names?

*Interesting facts about childhood (at least 2)

Information on adult life:
*Who did he/she marry?

*Did he/she have children?
*What was he/she known for? (Include some key events that helped him/her get to that point)

Information on later life:
*Where did he/she spend their last days?

*What impact did that person have on the world?

***IT MUST BE TYPED ON THE BLOG AND DUE UPON RETURN FROM SPRINGBREAK (Friday, April 8th)

For the presentation on:

* You are going to dress up as that person if you can (no need to buy anything-it is not mandatory)  If you cannot dress up, there is an option with a poster where you can cut a hole for the head and arms and decorate the poster as that person.
